Please read all information very carefully, especially the team travel schedule we 
will follow in traveling to Gulfport and the list of items to take with you. 
 

IMPORTANT: If you have a problem with getting a ride to where you are 
supposed to meet the buses, please call someone – your high school coach, or 
one of the All-Star coaches, or the M.A.C. office – we will find you a ride to your 
designated place.  
BE ON TIME.  One late person will disrupt the entire schedule. 
 
Players will be housed in Buildings 99 (A) and 109 (B) at the Air National Guard 
base in Gulfport.  Room keys will be issued at check-in; at check-out, your room 
will be expected to be in the same condition in which you found it. 

 
If you bring a car to the base, you will be required to leave it parked in the 
designated parking lot and turn the keys in to your All-Star Coach.  Any 
necessary travel will be provided by the M.A.C. 
 
Conduct:  During the training period, all players will be under the direction and 
supervision of the All-Star Coaches.  You are expected to follow all the rules and 
regulations of the Air National Guard and the Mississippi Association of Coaches.  
M.A.C. Board policy states that “should any All-Star Player violate any rule of 
conduct of the host or the Association, that player will be sent home 
immediately.”  
 
Game tickets: The game will begin at 11:30 a.m. on Saturday, December 20, at 
Gulfport High School’s Milner Stadium, 1403 38th St., Gulfport, MS. $10.00 
general admission tickets will be available at the gate on game day as well as 
through GoFan.
